The meeting was called to order at 7:30 pm by Chairman Mitchell. A motion was made by Commissioner Slater to approve the minutes of May 2011 and seconded by Commissioner Minguy with one correction. Commissioner Slater stated that Commissioner Minguy seconded the meeting being adjourned in the last paragraph. All were in favor. The motion was passed.

Chief Crombie reported that approximately $82,000.00 was in the checking account and that the tax abatement monies will remain in the checking account as well.  Chief Crombie discussed the bills for this coming month.  He mentioned physicals, rescue gloves, late injury fee to Manchester Memorial Hospital, tower rentals, swap radios for Engine 3, new P25, diesel fuel, and monies to Shipman and Staples. A discussion followed about whether the SWFD was exempt from road usage tax. A motion was made by Vice-Chairman Moriarty and seconded by Commissioner Slater to pay the outstanding bills. All were in favor. The motion passed.

Chief Crombie stated that the budget is on target and the budget is at 90.1% to date. He stated that the monies remaining will be used to pay for reimbursement checks, carpeting and furniture, June payroll and outstanding purchase orders. Chief Crombie stated that SEBA bottles will be replaced with the remaining monies in the account as well. 

Chief Crombie presented a purchase order for 5 sets of protective clothing totaling $8581.50 to the Commissioners. A motion was made by Vice-Chairman Moriarty and seconded by Commissioner Minguy to approve payment of this bill. 

Chief Crombie reported that the SW Town Council voted on the 2011-2012 budget. The SWFD budget was reduced by $10,000.00. The budget presented to the Town Manager originally included a $25,000.00 increase by the SWFD.

Chief Crombie stated that the Mom’s Club held a consignment sale at the Fire Station and donated $1275.00 to the SWFD for child safety programs. Chief Crombie sent a thank-you note to the Mom’s Club.

Chief Crombie distributed copies of the SWFD goals for 2011-2012.  He asked the Commissioners to review the goals and Chief Crombie will discuss the goals next month with the Commissioners before a vote is held to approve them. 

Chief Crombie stated that Deputy Chief Skilton will retire in February 2012.  Deputy Chief Skilton will have had 40 years of service. Chief Crombie stated he is planning to make recommendations for promotions.

Chairman Mitchell asked Chief Crombie about the front ramp. Chief Crombie stated it has not been addressed yet because he is waiting to see what left-over monies are available. Chief Crombie discussed the old Fire Station and the lot on Sullivan Avenue. A discussion followed as to whether the lot is commercial or industrial. 

A motion to adjourn for executive session was made by Commissioner Zahner at 7:56 pm and seconded by Vice-Chairman Moriarty. 

The meeting was reconvened at 8:02 pm after the executive session. A motion to adjourn was made by Commissioner Slater and seconded by Commissioner Zahner. All were in favor. The meeting was adjourned at 8:03 pm.
