The meeting was called to order at 7:30pm by Chairman Mitchell. A motion was made by Vice-Chairman Moriarty to approve the minutes of July 2011 and seconded by Commissioner Slater.  All were in favor. The motion passed.

FF Brian Homes informed the commissioners that he will be taking a leave from the Fire Department for one year because he is being deployed to Afghanistan.  He will begin his leave on September 6, 2011.  The commissioners wished him well and thanked him for informing them of his leave.

Chief Crombie presented the first financial report of the new fiscal year. The Profit and Loss Budget vs. Actual dated July 1 through August 10, 2011 was reviewed by the commissioners. Chief Crombie stated that the money from the town budget totaling $692,462 was deposited for the upcoming fiscal year. 

Chief Crombie reported on the Non-Standard Invoices over $1,000.00.  Chief Crombie stated that some bills would include two months worth of expenses because it is the end of the fiscal year.  The Non-Standard invoices included ASI, Comm. On FP and C, Connecticut Occupational Medical Partners, Firematic, Freightliner, Guy’s Electric, Hartford County Fire Plan, Jay’s Landscaping, Mechanical Maintenance, Mitchell Fuel and Verizon Wireless.  The total for the Non-Standard Invoices came to $43,731.69.

Chief Crombie stated that there are still bills being paid for the old Station Three.

A discussion followed and a motion was made by Commissioner Zahner and seconded by Vice-Chairman Moriarty to pay the outstanding bills.  All were in favor.  The motion passed.

Chief Crombie reported on the 2010/2011 Fiscal Year Financial Status dated August, 2011.  He stated that the monies currently in the checking, passbook and contingency accounts totaled $56,773.22.  After outstanding purchase orders are paid and encumbered funds and contingency funds are deducted, the unencumbered fund balance is approximately $15,000.00 which is the amount traditionally carried into the new fiscal year.

Lt. Scott Fine discussed the 75th Anniversary Celebration and the promoting of the SWFD Golf Tournament scheduled for September 8, 2011.  Lt. Fine stated there is a need for more golfers and sponsors in order to make the tournament a success. The tournament is in need of a minimum of 120 golfers. To date, this minimun has not been reached. Lt. Fine wished to answer any questions the commissioners might have about the tournament in general. 

FF Don Marchesseault continued the discussion about the 75th Anniversary celebration by stating that this is the first major fundraiser hosted by the fire department. The money raised at the fundraiser will go towards the parade, town-wide picnic, muster, and other events that are in the planning stages.  The fire department is also hosting the statewide convention which is a separate event and pays for itself.  FF Marchesseault stated that the celebration is open to the public and not just open to the fire department and its family members. 

Chief Crombie asked if the event was posted on the public access channel and town-wide website.  Lt. Fine stated that it is on the town website and he will look into posting it on the public access channel.  Lt. Fine asked Chief Crombie if he could send an email to surrounding towns’ fire chiefs promoting the tournament. Chief Crombie stated he would send out an email.  Lt. Fine stated it has been in the local newspapers and should be getting more newspaper coverage in the immediate future. Lt. Fine stated that the public needs more information about the 75th Anniversary celebration and the promoting of the golf tournament. 

Chief Crombie stated that the written Lieutenant’s exam is scheduled for August 24, 2011.  

A motion to adjourn for executive session was made by Commissioner Zahner at 7:52 pm and seconded by Vice-Chairman Moriarty.

The meeting was reconvened at 8:31 pm after the executive session.  Commissioner Slater asked Deputy Chief Knipple about the selling of the ladder truck.  Deputy Chief Knipple stated there were no new offers.  Commissioner Slater asked about the offer from Broad Brook. A discussion followed.  Chief Crombie stated he would follow up with the Broad Brook offer.

Commissioner Zahner asked about the punch list on Company 3.  Chief Crombie stated that the deadline date is mid-October and the items under warranty are being addressed. 

Chairman Mitchell asked about signage for the new station. A discussion followed and recommendations were discussed.

A motion to adjourn was made by Commissioner Slater and seconded by Commissioner Moriarty.  All were in favor.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:40 pm.

The next meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, September 14, 2011 at 7:30 pm.
