The meeting was called to order by Chairman Mitchell at 7:30 pm.

A motion was made to table the minutes from the October meeting by Commissioner Piacentini.

All were in favor. The motion passed.

President Marchesseault requested the minutes be posted on the internet and where else needed.

He also stated that executive sessions can be public to any person under question if they wish others to attend.

Lt. Fine distributed a letter to the Commissioners composed by Company 3. The letter addressed the issue of Lt. Chilberg’s  performing duties and any action to be taken against him. There were 9 signatures supporting the letter. This issue was discussed between the Commissioners, Chief and visitors present. Chief Crombie did not send out the letter to Lt. Chilberg as requested by the board to discuss this issue.

FF Plourde asked if the Commissioners have updated copies of the bylaws and the Fire Department Operating Instructions. Chief Crombie responded they are in electronic format and will get to the Commissioners. President Marchesseault handed out bylaws to the Commissioners.

Chief Crombie presented the bills for the month of October. He reported that one account was closed on November 2, 2010 and $150,00.00 was transferred into a checking account. Interest made  was $189.18. The bills totaled $31,491.94. A motion to accept was made by Vice President Moriarty and seconded by Commissioner Slater. 

Chief Crombie reported on the Profit and Loss Budget. The 4 month report totaled 29.7%. The Chief feels the budget is in good shape and moving forward. 

The Chief updated the Commissioners on Station 3. To date, the Fire Department is waiting for the Certificate of Occupancy. Areas being worked on include the furniture and the phone system. Issues that need to be resolved include the electronic locking system. The Public Building Commission needs to take action on the punch list items.

Chief Crombie updated the Board on The Truck Committee. The Committee is waiting for revised drawings so changes can be made. The truck is scheduled to be completed in the Spring of 2011. 

Commissioner Piacentini raised a question during old business about a letter Chief Crombie had been asked to send out. This letter was to be sent to Lt. Chilberg and the Chief had not written it to date. A discussion followed on this issue.  Chairman Mitchell stated the Board will send the letter and have a special meeting at a later date involving Lt. Chilberg.

Lt. Fine raised the question about stipends and lieutenants. A discussion followed.  Chief Crombie stated that the stipend is to compensate officers for administrative time at which they do not take any points. The stipend does not cover fire or drills because points are received. A discussion followed on this issue. 

Commissioner Piacentini asked about the rules as to who is allowed into Executive sessions. President Marchesseault read the rules about this issue.

A motion was made by Commissioner Minguy to go into executive session, seconded by Vice Chairman Moriarty. The executive session began 8:15pm with Chief Crombie.  At 8:20pm Chief Crombie left the meeting and the executive session continued. The motion to adjourn the executive session was at 8:35 pm as made by Commissioner Minguy, seconded by Commissioner Moriarty.  Commissioner Piacentini left the meeting and a motion was made to adjourn the executive session at 8:35pm by Commissioner Minguy and seconded by Vice Chairman Moriarty.  Chief Crombie returned to the meeting and the executive session began at 8:36pm. Vice Chairman Moriarty made a motion at 9:12pm to adjourn the executive session. It was seconded by Commissioner Minguy. 

The regular meeting reconvened at 9:12pm.

President Marchesseault asked about the sequence of meetings prior to the reopening of the general meeting. President Marchesseault gave the Chairman a letter for Commissioner Piacentini stating he was resigning from the Board. 
A Special meeting was scheduled on November 18th at 7:30pm . Lieutenant Chilberg will be receiving a certified letter in the mail requesting his presence. The letter will be sent out by the Board of Commissioners. 

A motion to adjourn was made by Vice Chairman Moriarty and seconded by Commissioner Slater. All were in favor. The motion was passed and the meeting was adjourned at 9:16pm. The next meeting will be on Wednesday December 8, 2010.
