The meeting was called to order at 6:56 pm by Chairman Mitchell. A motion was made by Vice-Chairman Moriarty to approve the minutes of the November 2011 meeting.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Minguy. All were in favor. The motion passed.

Chief Crombie reported that the fire department balance as of December 2011 is approximately $450,000.00. He stated that the bills for the month totaled $34,264.44.

The Non-Standard Invoices over $1,000.00 included ACS License Renewal, Connecticut Occupational Medical Partners, Mitchell Fuel, and  Shipman Fire Equipment.  Commissioner Minguy asked Chief Crombie to explain the Springer Journal.  Chief Crombie stated it is a research journal used by the firefighters. A motion was made by Commissioner Slater and seconded by Vice-Chairman Moriarty to pay the outstanding bills. All were in favor. The motion passed.

Chief Crombie reported on the Profit and Loss Budget and stated that 40.5% has been spent.  He stated that the past 2 storms created extraordinary expenses and reimbursements were being requested.  He reported that Tropical Storm Irene cost approximately $4,240.00 and  Winter Storm Alfred cost approximately $11,000.00. Chief Crombie stated monies were also spent on fuel and food, making the total cost close to $22,000.00.  He stated that he is waiting for FEMA to reimburse the department for 75% of the money spent. 

Chief Crombie stated that on Tuesday, December 6, 2011 a Pizza Night was given by the Fire Department to the firefighters as a thank-you for their help with the storms.

Chief Crombie stated that the department received a thank-you note from a resident to whom they responded  during the winter storm. 

Chief Crombie stated the Lieutenant’s oral exam is scheduled for Monday December 19, 2011 at 7 pm.

Chief Crombie stated that all the candidates for the fire chief position have submitted their 5 year plans. He stated the candidates will be contacted by Commissioner Zahner with the details regarding the interview.

A motion was made to adjourn by Commissioner Minguy and seconded by Vice-Chairman Moriarty.  All were in favor.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:26 pm.
